	· Nominees must be Australian citizens and residing in the Liverpool Plains Shire area at the time of nomination or group within the Liverpool Plains area.

· Unsuccessful nominees may be re-nominated in subsequent years.

· Self-nominations will not be accepted.

· Awards will not be granted posthumously.

· Sitting state and federal politicians and current vice-regal officers are not eligible. Consideration of retired politicians and officers would be for work in addition to their official duties.

· A person cannot win more than one category and cannot win the same category if they had won it in the previous year. Recognition may be considered in a separate category in following years e.g., Young Citizen of the Year and then Citizen of the Year.

	· The Liverpool Plains Shire Council 2024 Australia Day Awards Nomination Form must be completed in full and submitted to Council no later than January 6, 2025 via email council@liverpoolplains.nsw.gov.au or via post Liverpool Plains Shire Council, Australia Day Awards, PO Box 152 Quirindi NSW 2343. The nomination should provide a detailed description of the nominee or community event's involvement in the Liverpool Plains, including the nature, duration, and the impact of their contribution.

· Only one (1) page of information will be accepted per nomination. Extensive numbers/copies of certificates/media are not required.

· Nominations will only be accepted on the approved nomination form.

· The judging panel for the awards will be administered by the Cultural Events Advisory Group of the Liverpool Plains Shire Council.

· Recipients will be chosen based on the nominations received and the information available to the Judging Panel at the time. Liverpool Plains Shire Council retains the right to rescind an award if additional information or the recipient's behavior brings the awards into disrepute.

· The judging panel will meet to discuss the nominations received and shall select the winners of each category by secret ballot.

· Liverpool Plains Shire Council reserves the right to place nominations into the correct category.

· The awards will be presented on Australia Day 26 January 2025. All nominees are strongly encouraged to attend the Australia Day Award presentation. Details of this event TBC.

· The winner of each category will receive a framed certificate and medal.
